1: Heat the tip of a paper clip and widen the hole on the top of the black cartridge to about
3 times the size of the needle.(see diagram at right-------->)
                       (DO NOT REMOVE TOP)   
 If there is not a hole...make one with a heated paper clip or the like.
The purpose of enlarging the hole is to give the air inside the
cartridge a way to escape as your displacing it with ink, (refilling.)
 2: Fold a paper towel into quarters like a handkerchief. Hold the
paper towel AGAINST THE PRINTHEAD AS YOUR REFILLING.
Reason:....Little drops of ink will form on the printhead as your
refilling.
3: Rotate the cartridge so the “fill hole “ is facing to the right.

       Do NOT fill with hole straight up. TILT IT A LITTLE.
THE GREEN LINE  INDICATES THE DESIRED FLOW OF INK.
THE RED LINE INDICATES THE UNDESIRABLE  FLOW OF INK.
BY HOLDING THE CARTRIDGE IN THIS POSITION, THE INK  WILL FLOW IN THE

4:. Fill the syringe with 12-14 cc's of ink.(4 to 5 syringes full) Insert the needle into the
filling hole and  push as far down into the cartridge as it will go.

 3. Fill syringe with 3 TO 4 cc’s of the correct color ink you wish to
fill. Insert the needle into the corresponding filler hole of the color to
be filled, and 
 push as far down into the cartridge as it will go.
  You may feel a slight resistance when inserting the needle because of the sponge inside
the cartridge.
   4. Inject ink slowly or until the sponge is soaked. When the ink just begins to surface
where the needle is inserted, stop filling, that color is full. Simply rinse the syringe out
with water and choose your next color. Syringe does NOT have to be bone dry before
refilling with ink. Just make sure there is no accumulated water in it.
 5. Replace the top in its original position by pushing down on the top until it snaps in
securely. HOT GLUE ON EACH CORNER OR A PIECE OF SCOTCH TAPE CAN BE
USED IF NEED BE.

   4. Inject ink slowly or until the sponge is soaked. When the ink just begins to surface
where the needle is inserted, stop filling, that color is full. Simply rinse the syringe out
with water and choose your next color. Syringe does NOT have to be bone dry before
refilling with ink. Just make sure there is no accumulated water in it.
 5. When all three colors have been filled, there is  NO NEED to replace the label.
                6: When done, make sure there is NO leaking ink coming out
from the printhead. This is done by holding the cartridge with the
printhead facing down and not seeing any ink forming at the
printhead. If there is, hold the paper towel against it and let some
come out on the paper towel. Only a few drops most of the time.

By doing this, all you have to do is stick the needle thru the hole and tilt 
the bottle a little to draw up the ink. When done, you can place a piece 

of tape over the hole till next time.
