                            “ REFILLING YOUR CARTRIDGE THE FIRST TIME”

You can skip this article if you have refilled your cartridges and they are working.

HELPFUL HINTS TO REMEMBER AS REFILLING
IN REGARDS TO THE SYRINGE PROVIDED.

RINSE OUT THE SYRINGE AFTER EACH COLOR..... ESPECIALLY THE BLACK.

SYRINGE DOES NOT HAVE TO BE “BONE DRY” BETWEEN COLORS.

SHOOT OUT ALL WATER BEFORE DRAWING UP NEW COLOR. 

Your bottles of ink will have electrical tape on the caps when you receive them. One little trick is
to not remove the cap but melt a little hole into the top,  “Off center” using a

heated paperclip.

By doing this, all you have to do is stick the needle thru the hole and tilt the
bottle a little to draw up the ink. When done, you can place a piece of tape over

the hole till next time.
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  PERFORM ALL OF THE FOLLOWING STEPS OVER THE SINK   

 Place cartridge on some paper towels where you can tolerate a spill. 

2. Peal off the top label.   SEE FIGURES >>

3. Fill the syringe with 19 ml. of black ink. 

4. Very S-L-O-W-L-Y inject ink into any hole

  (they all go to the same sponge).

5. When finished, no need to replace the label. 

6. Check printhead  for ink drips which can occur from installing to much

ink. If ink drips, press and hold a dry paper towel against printhead until the

drips stop. NEVER PLACE DRIPPING CARTRIDGE INTO PRINTER.

7. Replace the cartridge and run 1 - 3 cleaning cycles as per printer instructions.

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�� TIPS TO REMEMBER BEFORE  REFILLING 

1) FOLD A PAPER TOWEL INTO QUARTERS AND HOLD IT AGAINST
THE PRINT HEAD WHILE REFILLING EACH COLOR.  WHY???

A few drops of ink will form on the printhead while refilling that color. It is
possible that one of those drops may migrate to another color chamber. This
would be very bad as it will cause two different color inks to combine!!!

2) Although the diagram of the colors appears here, using a toothpick to stick
into the chamber to make sure of the color helps. Sometimes companies
change the hole structure.

                         LETS BEGIN :

1. Place the cartridge by the sink. 

2. Peal off the top label as for the black cartridge.

                     SEE FIGURE TO THE RIGHT > > > > > 

    Pay close attention to the color holes before refilling.

    If in doubt, use a toothpick to find the color. 

Fold a paper towel into quarters like a handkerchief.

    PRESS AND HOLD the towel against the printhead when refilling each
color. The reason--- A drop of the color you are refilling may form on the
printhead and you do NOT want it to “MIX” with another color on the
printhead..  Let the paper towel absorb it.

3. Fill the syringe with 6 ml. of color ink. ( two syringes full) 

4. Very S-L-O-W-L-Y inject ink into each chamber until the sponge is full. 

If you see ink starting to come up thru the hole, Its full...stop !!!. Be careful
NOT to let one color ink mix with another.

 5. When finished, you do NOT have to replace the label. AFTER CHECKING
FOR DRIPS, run a few cleaning cycles on the printer..........YOUR DONE

  PERFORM ALL OF THE FOLLOWING STEPS OVER THE SINK

TIPS TO REMEMBER BEFORE REFILLING 
1) FOLD A PAPER TOWEL INTO QUARTERS

PRY OFF WITH AN EXACTO KNIFE OR THE

 PRY WHERE  THE    “BOLD RED LINE IS ”      
       

2: LOOKING DOWN DIRECTLY ONTO THE TOP OF THE CARTRIDGE
REVEALS THE HOLE COLORS AND LOCATIONS.              

3: DRAW UP NO MORE THAN 2 CC’S OF THE COLOR YOUR GOING
TO FILL. Insert the refill needle thru that hole, then slowly inject the ink  

4: WATCH AS YOUR FILLING, YOU DO NOT WANT TO OVERFILL IT.

CAUTION: IF YOU SEE INK COMING UP IN THE HOLE.....ITS FULL!!

5: Repeat Steps 2-4 for each color you wish to refill.

               HELPFUL HINT ....... KEEP THE CARTRIDGE  “TOPPED OFF”
WITH EACH COLOR RATHER THAN SUCKING IT DRY THEN
REFILLING. THE CARTRIDGES WILL LAST LONGER.  IT ONLY
TAKES ABOUT 1CC OR 2CC  OF EACH COLOR PER WEEK TO DO
THIS IF YOU PRINT NORMALLY.

                       LETS BEGIN :

 1: LOCATE THE TINY HOLE IN THE TOP OF
THE CARTRIDGE. SEE FIGURE RIGHT >> > > 

 (18L0032 IS SHOWN HERE BUT 10N0016 IS SAME)

2 : THIS IS A “VENT HOLE.” 

YOU WILL NEED TO MAKE THIS HOLE A LITTLE BIGGER SO AIR
CAN  ESCAPE AROUND THE NEEDLE WHEN YOUR REFILLING....DO
NOT REMOVE TOP. 

You can use a heated paper clip to do this.
3: DRAW UP NO MORE THAN 7 CC’S OF INK INTO THE NEEDLE.

   PLACE THE NEEDLE ALL THE WAY DOWN INTO THE HOLE IN THE
TOP OF THE CARTRIDGE. SLOWLY INJECT THE INK INTO THE
INTERNAL SPONGE. Do not over fill.

4: WHEN DONE, LET CARTRIDGE  SET FOR A LITTLE WHILE SO INK
CAN DRAIN DOWN TO PRINTHEAD. A PAPER TOWEL WILL DRAW
OUT THE INK SO DON’T LET IT TOUCH THE PRINTHEAD. YOUR
DONE......DO NOT PLACE INTO PRINTER IF IT IS LEAKING.

                    WHEN FINISHED, DO NOT COVER HOLE IN TOP
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  REFILL INSTRUCTIONS FOR  12A1970 / 17G0050  BLACK

 FOLD A PAPER TOWEL INTO QUARTERS

LIKE A HANDKERCHIEF. HOLD IT AGAINST

THE PRINTHEAD AS YOUR REFILLING. 
1)  LOCATE THE LITTLE VENT HOLE IN THE TOP

 OF THE CARTRIDGE AS PICTURED TO THE RIGHT. > > > 

 ENLARGE IT SLIGHTLY, THIS CAN BE DONE WITH A HEATED

PAPERCLIP.

2 ) DRAW UP 3 CC’S OF INK INTO THE NEEDLE. INSERT THE NEEDLE THRU THE
HOLE AS FAR IN AS IT WILL GO.

3 ) SLOWLY INJECT THE INK INTO THE CARTRIDGE.

 YOU MAY HAVE TO REPEAT THIS STEP 2 OR 3 TIMES TO GET YOUR CARTRIDGE
FULL.  NORMALLY, AN ALMOST EMPTY CARTRIDGE OF THIS TYPE WILL HOLD
ABOUT 35cc’s

 IT IS IMPORTANT TO TRY AND KEEP THE CARTRIDGE TOPPED “OFF IN” THE
FUTURE, PLACING 3 CC’S INTO YOUR CARTRIDGE ONCE PER WEEK.  THE
CARTRIDGE WILL LAST MUCH LONGER THAT WAY.

4 ) IF YOU SEE INK COMING OUT OF TOP OF THE CARTRIDGE.........STOP.....ITS FULL!!! 
WAIT A MOMENT OR TWO AND THEN PULL BACK 1CC OF INK AND PLACE BACK
INTO BOTTLE.

 STEP 5 ) WIPE OFF ANY EXCESS INK ON THE PRINTHEAD BEFORE PLACING
CARTRIDGE BACK INTO THE PRINTER.

NEVER PLACE A LEAKING CARTRIDGE INTO THE PRINTER!!!!!!

STEP 6 ) AFTER INSPECTING THE CARTRIDGE AND ALL LOOKS OK, PLACE BACK
INTO THE PRINTER AND RUN A COUPLE OF CLEANING CYCLES. YOUR DONE!!

PERFORM ALL OF THE FOLLOWING STEPS OVER THE SINK

 1: LOCATE THE TOP OF CARTRIDGE AND PRY OFF WITH AN EXACTO KNIFE OR THE
LIKE. IT WILL COME OFF  VERY EASY SO BE CAREFUL. A
STEAK KNIFE IS TO BIG.

STEP 2 : UPON REMOVING THE TOP, YOU WILL SEE THIS

FOLD A PAPER TOWEL INTO QUARTERS LIKE A HANDKERCHIEF AND HOLD IT
AGAINST THE PRINT HEAD WHILE REFILLING EACH COLOR. IF YOU DON’T , THE
INK WILL RUN TOGETHER !!!

Step 3: Find the refill hole on the top of the plastic cover that corresponds 

 to the color you wish to refill.  DRAW up 3 cc’s of that color and Slowly inject the ink from the
needle into the cartridge. You will have to repeat this 4 or 5 times depending how empty it is.
Simply rinse the syringe out with water and choose your next color. Syringe does NOT
have to be bone dry before refilling with ink. Just make sure there is no accumulated water 
in it.

Step 4: WATCH AS YOUR FILLING. IF THE INK BECOMES VISIBLE  
AROUND THE SIDES OR UP THRU THE MIDDLE OF THE SPONGE,        
STOP, ITS FULL !!!                                                    ( Figure 3 ) > >

 REPEAT STEP 4 FOR EACH COLOR.                                                               

      THE OBJECT IS NOT TO TURN THE ENTIRE SPONGE THE
COLOR    YOUR FILLING. THIS IS CONSIDERED TO BE “OVERFILLED”

Make sure the sponge stays white!!!
 IT IS IMPORTANT TO UNDERSTAND THAT YOU DO NOT WANT TO MAKE THE
SPONGE SOPPY WET WITH INK. STOP WHEN YOU FIRST SEE INK COMING UP
AROUND THE SIDE OR MIDDLE.  SEE FIGURE 3 ABOVE
